What are Part L Regulations?

The current Part L Regulations came 
into effect on 7 April 2006 and 
concentrate on the Conservation of 
Fuel and Power within New Dwellings.  
New dwellings require, with few 
exceptions, an Air Tightness Test to a 
standard of 10 m³ / (h.m²) at 50 Pa.

What does testing involve?

An Air Leakage Test will demonstrate 
to the Building Control Officer or 
Accredited Inspector that each of the 
dwelling designs comply with Part L 
Regulations.  Its beneficial to the main 
building contractor for the test to be 
carried out as early as possible, so 
that lessons can be learned and 
adjustments to design and/or site
